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Weôve been very pleased with the start that students have made this term with the move into our new buildings being 

very positive for everyone. Itôs not only provided excellent new facilities but alleviated some of the issues of having 

600+ students in the temporary facilities on the football oval. Our new basketball courts were laid last week and now 

have netball/basketball posts ready to go. Lines will be marked on Tuesday and these will be great asset to our students 

that have been without this area for over 12 months. Although weôve had a few minor problems with the buildings and 

furniture ( a bit like moving into a new house) our builders and suppliers have been very supportive and are fixing or 

replacing problem items as we identify them. It will be wonderful when we get the whole school completed in       

September next year. 

End of Year 

Classes for Year 7,8, and 9 students will be conducted until the last day of school. There will be some different         

activities offered during the last week of the year beginning with the annual College picnic day on Monday 14th        

December. Year 10 students finish their formal classes with us on Friday 27th November then commence their          

Orientation Program at BSSC on the 30/11 for two days. Following this they will be invited back to sell their uniforms 

(see note from CSN) and prepare for their ñformalò which is always a highlight for them and the local community. 

As we are already starting week 6 on Monday it is a critical time of the year for all students and a very busy one for 

staff. In week 7 all students commence their exam/assessment period (18th-25th Nov) in which they will undertake set 

assessment tasks that are part of their overall assessment for the year. Following this teachers begin the process of    

collating assessment material then writing reports. It is a time in which all students should make sure that they are up to 

date with work and well prepared for any assessment tasks that they may have.

We have been very pleased with the support we have received from students and parents to ensure that all students are 

in correct uniform. Uniform inspections are carried out regularly by Teacher Advisors and Neighbourhood Leaders. 

Shoes need to be solid shoes for both boys and girls. All students in the College have been spoken to at some stage 

about their uniform either in groups or individually.

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Recently we have received many very good questions from parents and students about our new school buildings 

and the way we plan to work in and use these. Some of the most common ones are listed below. The responses 

that we have provided will help alleviate some of the anxiety around these issues. In general  students, teachers 

and parents has been extremely positive about the new buildings. 

Thanks go to those students and parents that contributed to these questions and responses.  

Iôve heard that the College will have an ñopen learningò plan. What does that mean? ñOpen Learningò is a       

confusing term that makes people think of large spaces with lots of students and not much structure. This is not what 

we have or will have. Our spaces are ñflexibleò in that they allow us to work with different numbers of students, to 

ñteam teachò and use some of the new technologies better such as the new ñnetbooksò. Classes will still be grouped in 

approx. 25 with the College recognising the need to teach ñfoundational skillsò to all students in all areas. Our new 

Learning spaces are highly structured and very well managed by the teams of teachers working there. Most classes will 

operate on this model with the buildings providing the opportunity to do many things differently and better than we 

have done before. 

Currently my children have some classes where they have a different year level next to them doing a different 

subject. Is that the way it will always be? Currently we are operating an old or ñtraditional timetableò that was      

designed for our temporary buildings and making it work in the new spaces. This has been challenging as it has meant 

that some classes are near each other that have little in common. Next year we will introduce our new timetable that is 

designed for our new spaces. Students will then be grouped together in subject areas and levels in their neighbourhoods 

so these issues will no longer be a problem. 

Arenôt the new buildings noisy because they have no walls between spaces? We are learning to use our new     

buildings better and changing the ways teachers teach and students learn. We have introduced new ñprotocolsò for   

students and teachers that are very clear about what is expected of them. The new learning communities are ñzonedò 

with spaces divided by lockers and some ñoperable wallsò that reduce the transmission of noise between areas. At any 

one time it is unusual to have more than two classes in areas that have a maximum capacity of four. It is important that 

we make sure that we create the best environment possible for our students to do their work and for teachers to teach 

effectively. 

Iôve been told that soon there will be no ñyear levelsò and students will be grouped according to ability rather 

than age. Is that right? We think that students ñyear levelsò are important to them for a whole range of reasons and 

these will always be a significant part of the school program. At stages though some students need to be challenged and 

given the opportunity to work at a level above what they might normally do (at their year) or being given support to 

learn some work that they may not have understood or missed out on. Our ñLearning Neighbourhoodsò are set up 

around Years 7 and 8 and Years 9 and 10 and this provides us with the flexibility to do that. It is very common to see 

students now in one class working at a range of levels on different tasks depending on their capacity. We hope to be 

able to extend this more in the future. 

Sometimes I get confused about who I need to speak to in relation to my son/daughterôs work at school or other 

issues. Will this become easier with the new ñlearning neighbourhoods and communitiesò. Already the ñTeacher 

Advisorsò have taken over some of the roles previously handled by ñCoordinatorsò. They should be the first point of 

contact for issues related to academic performance, student wellbeing, attendance etc. In the Learning Neighbourhoods 

a small team of teachers now work in the same space as the students and as a result can offer a high level of             

information and support for students. These teams are led by a ñNeighbourhood Leaderò (Leading Teacher) who     

supports students, TAôs and parents with more complex issues and also assists in the referral process if support is 

needed from the Student Wellbeing Team (Counselling, Chaplain, School Nurse, Student Engagement, Koori Educator 

and others). Our general office still handle general administrative enquiries and can still make appointments on your 

behalf. 

Currently the new communities are called red, yellow, blue and green, will they go back to their old names 

(Dowding, Grieve, Lester, Walker) or will there be new ones? We think itôs important that the whole of the     

Eaglehawk Community are involved in deciding what our ñCommunitiesò should be named. We will keep the ñhouse 

coloursò but have made no decision yet as to whether we would revert to the ñoldò house names of Dowding Grieve, 

Lester and Walker (all named after prominent past Eaglehawk Councillors/citizens) or have new ones. As the school 

has been part of the Eaglehawk Community for nearly 50 years itôs important that everyone has their say and the     

opportunity to put forward proposals. A process for this will be put in place by the start of 2010.  

What do I do if I need more information? If you need more information you may wish to go on one of the school 

tours conducted at 11.30am every Friday (book at the general office) or ring and speak to the appropriate       

Neighbourhood Leader,  Karen Roberts (Principal) or Noel Claridge (Assistant Principal).
